To the Parents/ Guardians of Returning Students
If your student is new to Blair Academy, please review the checklist for “Parents/ Guardians of New Students” for more information.

All required forms are available on the Blair website.  Only new students will receive hard copies.

The following is required, every year, in order to register for classes:

□
A physical exam by a physician after March 1st of the current school year and before the opening of school.  Please make sure the doctor completes and signs both sides of the form.
□
The Medical Authorization Form must be completed with current insurance & address information.  Please provide a copy of your medical and prescription insurance cards (front & back).  If you are purchasing insurance through Blair, please indicate this in the space provided for insurance information.
□
All immunizations must be up to date.  The most recent DT must be within the past 10 years.  All students are required to provide proof that they have received a Meningitis Vaccine.
□
Please complete the Concussion and Head Injury Fact Sheet and Parent/Guardian Acknowledgement form.  Required each year.

□
If you would like your child to receive the flu vaccine, please complete the consent form and send it to us as well.

□
If your child has received counseling, please provide the Health Center with the name and phone number of the counselor.  If you wish counseling to continue at school, please contact the Health Center for further information.
□
If your child takes prescription medication on a regular basis, please send one month’s supply for the beginning of the school year.  All medications must be accompanied by written orders from the prescribing physician.  Registered Nurses will be available at the Health Center to accept any medications that your child will be taking.

□
Please submit the completed forms by fax (908-362-7885) or by emailing them to healthcenter@blair.edu.   Please bring the original forms with you on registration day.  Late fees will be applied if forms of returning students are not received by July 15th.   If the Health Center has to arrange any appointments for students there will be an administrative fee.  This only applies at the beginning of the school year.
