We will explain how to submit digital photos in the fall. Please make sure, however, that your photos are of the highest possible quality. Websites like Facebook downgrade the quality of your photos; we need the original files from your camera in order to print them in the yearbook.
On your page, you will have your senior portrait and you may add one of the following:

200 words of copy and four photos/artwork

350 words of copy and one photo/artwork

All photos/artwork (6-8)

Formal pictures will be scheduled and taken by a professional photographer here on campus in the fall.  As far as haircuts and clothes, plan accordingly. Your dress must adhere to the dress code for formal dinners.  In addition to appearing in the senior section of the yearbook, the professional portraits will be available for parents to purchase if they choose.
